Given current world events, can you explain
what Islam is and who are Muslims?

Q

Muslims are people who practice the Islamic faith.
The meaning of the word Islam is rooted in the
idea of alignment of self with the will and
intention of God. This alignment brings with it a
sense of balance and wholeness in life. Muslims
believe that such a state of wholeness, known as

“salam” in Arabic, can only be accomplished by
handing oneself freely and willingly over to God.
Thus Islam is often translated as submission to
God’s will, desires, plans and guidance.

How do Muslims know God’s will and desires?
God, whom Muslims address as Allah in Arabic,
has revealed God’s intentions for humanity in the
Qur’an. God revealed the Qur’an, which Muslims
believe to be the very words of God, to
Muhammad, through the angel Gabriel.
Muhammad then recited, memorized and
collected this revelation given to him by God.
Muslims believe that the Qur'an’s every word,
even to the very arrangement of the verses and
chapters, is an entirely divine revelation.

Muhammad lived from 570-632, and is
considered by Muslims to be the last of God'’s
prophets. His words and actions set the standard
for how to live the ideal Muslim life. Collections
of his sayings and deeds, known as the “hadith,”
form a second layer of guidance in the alignment

of self to God.

Seek to learn more about Islam and Muslims by
visiting a mosque, thereby getting to know
Muslims as real people.
