TO BUILD
MARY HOUSE

St. Edward the Confessor Roman Catholic
Community has partnered with former parish member Mrs.
Jane Melville and the Capital District Habitat for Humanity to
build a house for a struggling family. Mrs. Melville has
agreed to assume 50 % of the sponsorship cost with St.
Edward’'s and any other area Catholic community that
wishes to join the project. The land has been donated. The
remaining cost will be assumed by the family chosen to own
the home in the form of a twenty year low interest rate
mortgage.

We applaud Mrs. Melville’s leadership on this project
as an example of Christian action and discipleship. We
encourage the members of the St. Edward’s community to
provide hands on participation in the construction of this
home and the support of its new owners. Opportunities for
volunteers age 16 and above are unlimited. Young adults,
ages 16 and 17, will be accompanied by a chaperone while
they and all others will be supervised on site by Habitat
supervisors.

The cost of a Habitat home is $75,000 with donated
land. Forty thousand is assumed by the new owner. Thirty-
five thousand is the responsibility of the sponsor.
Consequently, co-sponsoring with Mrs. Melville results in a
$17,500 contribution from each sponsor.

The ground breaking event for this project will occur
around Sept. 1*. The location is 14 Odell St., Albany, exit 2
off 1-787 South. All are invited. More information and an
artist sketch of the home are available in the Gathering Area.
Fund raising and volunteer possibilities will follow.
