WHAT HAPPENED TO THE HOLY WATER?
We have emptied the baptismal and holy water fonts in
keeping with the desert experience of Lent. At the Easter
Vigil the new waters will be blessed, we will renew our
baptismal promises and be sprinkled with the newly blessed
water. Lent should be a season of prayer, fasting and
almsgiving as we prepare in expectation for the refreshing
new waters of Easter.

BAPTISMAL POLICY DURING LENT
It has been the custom at St. Edward’s to defer the
administration of the Sacrament of Baptism from Lent to the
Easter season. This enables us to enter more fully into the
desert experience of Lent and see the link between the
initiation rite of Baptism and the Easter season. It also
enables us to capitalize on the inherent beauty and
appropriateness of the baptismal rite in the weeks following
Easter.

A NEW LOOK
As you can see, starting this week we are adding an extra
page to our parish bulletin. The added space will allow us to
publish some of the notices we previously had to delete due
to lack of space. The bulletin comes to you at no cost to the
parish.

As part of our faith community’s Lenten observance we will again
participate in the Catholic Relief Service Lenten program called
Operation Rice Bowl. This program has inspired Catholics in the
United States to pray, fast, learn and give as we increase our
understanding of the global community throughout our Lenten
journey. We have designated three recipients to share in your
donations. The first will be PROVIDE, our parish based
emergency outreach program to assist those in need in southern
Saratoga County. The second will be Catholic Relief Services,
sponsors of Operation Rice Bowl. The third will be our mission
outreach to Bishop Capistrano Heim, OFM in the Prelacy of
Itaituba in the rain forest of Brazil. We encourage you to
participate in Operation Rice Bowl at home with your family and
loved ones. Rice Bowl returns may be left in the parish office, the
faith formation office, or in any of the poor boxes located
throughout the church. Prior to distribution the parish will match
whatever donations we receive.



First Sunday of Lent

The little boy approached his catechist at the end of that
week's religious education session with a big smile on his
face. "Only thirty-eight days to go!" he said excitedly. His
catechist had just finished a lesson on the season of Lent
and the preparation for Easter, so he was pleased with the
boy's apparent understanding of the season. "That's right,"
he said to the boy. "And then what happens?"

"I get to eat chocolate again!"

Today's gospel reading from Mark is a brief description of
the beginning of Jesus' ministry. Part of the reading refers to
the Holy Spirit sending Jesus into the desert for forty days,
where he was tempted by Satan. The significance of this
narrative is two-fold; most of us will spend a period of our
lives "wandering" as we begin our faith journey to God's
loving arms. In addition, no one, not even Jesus, is free
from the temptation of sin and evil but we are free to reject it
as Jesus did.

In this first week of Lent as Jesus tells us to turn away from
our sins and believe in the good news, he is asking us to
make a sacrifice. The Catechism of the Catholic Church
reminds us that a truly acceptable sacrifice to God is a
broken spirit. (CCC 2100) If we can finally reject our
temptations and sins and offer ourselves to God, we will then
be united in the journey of Christ to his one perfect sacrifice
for all of humankind.
