EDUCATION TAX CREDITS CAN HELP ALL FAMILIES
WITH CHILDREN IN GRADES K-12. In his budget proposal,
Governor George Pataki has included a refundable income tax
credit of up to $500.00 per student for expenses incurred, including
tutoring, summer instruction and other supplementary instruction,
as well as tuition, at religious and independent schools. A second
proposal by Senator Golden and Rep. Lopez would provide all
parents with a tax credit of up to $3,500.00 per child for education
expenses, including tuition at religious and independent schools,
instruction materials, tutoring, program fees, etc. Time is of the
essence as the budget is expected to be passed by the April 1st
