SECOND SUNDAY OF EASTER

Second Sunday of Easter

Three people were sitting on a beach, watching the sun set
on the horizon. The first person saw a palette of colors and
thought of beautiful artwork. The second saw the end of
another day and felt tired. The third imagined that there
could be nothing greater than God's love, a love that would
allow them to see something as wondrous as a sunset.
Three people, three different images.

As John the Baptist watched Jesus walk near them, he said,
"Behold, the Lamb of God!" John's imagery of a lamb
presents different images to different people. The sweet
innocence of a young lamb is one image, yet John was also
recalling the daily sacrifice of two lambs in the temple. He
knew that the lambs were offered as a sacrifice for their sins,
but he also knew that Jesus Christ would sacrifice his life for
all sin. In Revelations, we are also given the image of the
lamb on a throne, worthy of glory and praise.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches us that
sacred images in our homes and churches are intended to
awaken and nourish our faith in the mystery of Christ. (CCC
1192) With the image of the lamb, each week we
acknowledge in song that Jesus Christ takes away the sins
of the world, and further we ask the Lamb of God to grant us
peace.

On many Sundays, especially during Advent
and Lent, we hear a reading from one of the
Prophets. What is significant about them for
Christians? Didn’t Jesus fulfill dll their

q predictions?

Lent and Advent are the times of the Church
year when the prophetic word forms an
important part of the liturgical season. Isaiah,
Jeremiah, Baruch, and Zephaniah are just some
of the prophets who offer powerful and essential
lessons for Christians of any era. Prophets do not
predict the future. They are very much
concerned about the present, calling Israel to
follow once again the word of God.

The prophets witness to a life of faith. In the
midst of an intense relationship with God, the
prophets are very aware of their own sinfulness
and unworthiness to embrace this call from God
and struggle to accept the call, the mission that
God entrusts to them.

The prophets speak on behalf of God. They do
not explain how this takes place, but each does
testify that the word spoken is not from them,
but from God. This lands them in trouble, at
times, with their audience. Jeremiah, for
example, felt betrayed by God as the prophetic
message was delivered. People did not like the
message because of their wicked and sin-filled
lives and their displeasure was taken out on the
prophet. While tempted at times ‘to throw in
the towel,’ the prophets remained true to the life
of faith and persevered in the proclamation of
God’s word. By modeling these virtues and
calling us to greater fidelity, the prophet’s
example and message are still important to us
today.
