FOURTH SUNDAY OF EASTER

Fourth Sunday of Easter

Every parent of a teenaged boy may have noticed something
when their son takes the keys to his very first car. Whether it
is a rusted heap held together with duct-tape and a prayer or
a shiny new sports car, he will tend to it with a responsibility
not previously seen with Mom's minivan. Somewhere from
within, he has realized the pride that comes with ownership.

The Gospel reading from John today tells of Jesus
describing himself as the Good Shepherd. He teaches that
a hired worker would abandon his flock of sheep should
danger approach; they are not his sheep, he doesn't care for
them and he fears only for himself. An owner who tends his
own flock will stay and defend his sheep from all dangers. In
that sense, Jesus considers us his own flock, one he would
never abandon. Even greater, he vows to bring those sheep
who are not in his sheepfold into his flock.

In the Catechism of the Catholic Church, we are reminded
that Jesus himself was first described as the Lamb of God by
John the Baptist. At the same time, John is telling all that
Jesus will be the Paschal Lamb, the suffering servant who
will silently allow himself to be taken to slaughter for our sins.
(CCC 608) The images of Jesus Christ as shepherd and
lamb are comforting - representing both strength and
innocence, we celebrate his resurrection today knowing that
we are forever safe in his loving arms.
