Fifth Sunday of Easter

The man was waiting outside his father's hospital room. Age and time
had culminated in this place; the final months and weeks and days had
now become hours. A doctor emerged from the room. "He wants to see
you," he said. The man entered the room and sat close to the hospital
bed; his father's labored breathing told the man the time had come. The
father looked at his son, and a trembling smile overcame his face.
"Promise me this," he said. "Always love your family, and take care of
your family."

In today's Gospel reading from John, Jesus is walking with his disciples to
the Mount of Olives and giving them his final wishes. Knowing that these
simple men needed his comfort and teaching even as he faced his
judgment, he used the symbolism of the vine as a way to ensure his
teachings and promise of love would endure. In that these were the final
wishes of Jesus Christ, they persevere today as a promise we can and
will always keep.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches us that God speaks to us
through such symbols and signs in all of creation. The world around us
shows that everything is connected, nothing is separate-light and
darkness, wind and fire, water and earth, even the very vines Jesus spoke
of. (CCC 1147) In this sense, we share a special connection with Jesus
Christ and his wish that we love one another as he loves us. He is the
vine, and we are the branches.
