PASTORAL PLANNING
On Monday, June 12th, over 1000 priests, religious, deacons
and lay leaders gathered at St. Edward’s Church to address
the issue of pastoral planning. A pre-planning readiness
phase will take place during September through December
2006. Planning discussions and recommendations phase
for local groups and deaneries will take place from January
2007 to June 2008 (18 months). The diocese will review the
recommendations from local planning groups from July
through September 2008. Decisions will be announced by
the Bishop in the Fall of 2008 and implementation of the
plans will begin in January 2009 and into the future. Due to
the lack of available clergy some parishes may be closed,
some may be merged with another parish, some may share
one priest, some will be assigned a parish life director and
some will experience little if any change. We call your
attention to the insert in this week’s bulletin. It is a letter
from our bishop giving a broad outline of the pastoral
planning process and asking for your support and prayers as
we journey forward.
